FICA – INFORMATION REQUIRED
Non-listed foreign companies  - Legal Entity (non-individual)

The Financial Intelligence Centre Act 38 of 2001 requires all estate agents to verify client information, including trading information and operating addresses:

@SOLD PROPERTIES must obtain the following information:
· The registered name of company (in country of incorporation);

· The registration number (in country of incorporation);

· The registered head office address (in country of incorporation) ;

· Trading name (in country of incorporation) ;

· Trade name in South Africa;

· Trading address in South Africa;

· Trading address (in country of incorporation);

· Address of the Company office seeking business relationship;

· Contact particulars; and

· Proof of authority for an individual purporting to act on behalf of the Company.
The following individuals associated with non-listed foreign companies have to be identified:
· The manager or director of the company in South Africa;

· Each individual who purports to be authorised to establish a relationship; 

· Each individual who is authorised to transact on behalf of the Company; and

· Each individual holding 25% or more of the voting right at a general meeting of that company.
The following particulars are required relating to the abovementioned individuals:
· Surname,

· Full name(s)

· Date of birth,

· Residential address, 

· Contact particulars,

· Identity number (SA citizen/residents), or

· should the ID be lost or stolen, a sworn affidavit or police statement, accompanied by proof of reapplication for an ID from Home Affairs, or

· A valid passport, or

· A valid driver’s licence, or 

· Passport number and nationality (non-SA residents).
To verify the individuals, an original or certified copy of the following documents is required:
· A green identity document (SA citizens/residents), or

· A valid passport (non-SA residents)
The following proof of authority is required for an individual purporting to act on behalf of the non-listed foreign company:
· An original resolution, or

· A certified extract of the minutes proving authority, or

· An original letter signed by the company secretary on the official letterhead.
Verification of the registered information-non-listed foreign company:
· Registered name and address
Verification of trading details-non-listed foreign company:
· Trade name and business address
Verification of legal entities and/or partnerships and/or trusts holding more than 25% or more shares in a non-listed foreign company:
· South African Company;

· Close corporations;

· Foreign companies;

· Partnerships;

· Trusts;

· Other legal entities.
As a new client, please take note that you will be asked to provide the abovementioned information at the commencement of our relationship.


As an existing client, please take note that you have to, if you have not done so already, submit the abovementioned information to our offices. You can submit the identification information in an electronic format (e.g. e-mail) and as existing client you are also allowed to submit the verification documentation in an electronic format (i.e. scanned) to admin@atsold.co.za . 

Please ensure that the copies of the verification documentation are certified copies of the original.
